Integrated Speech & Occupational Therapy Model

As part of Partners in Learning, Inc. programming, we include integrated Speech &  OT services via our contracted specialists.  Our collaborative model continues to provide all our students with a very successful and enriched experience since we began offering these integrated services to our ABA/Inclusive curriculum.   Therapists weekly come on site and provide specialized services to our program in order to actively increase skill development.  The OT addresses skills including Fine and Gross Motor, Visual Perceptual Skills, and Sensory Processing Skills.  The Speech Pathologist addresses many communication skills including Pragmatic Language, Articulation, Recipocal interactions, Training to staff to increase practice, and Increasing Engagement for both expressive and receptive language development.  The services are integrated within the program and are delivered via consultation, training, curriculum development, as well as small group or individual intervention.  

Whenever possible, Speech and OT techniques recommended by the related services  consultants are applied in typical settings, as well to each child’s 1-1 ABA sessions.  By adding this expertise to our curriculum, it is our goal to continue to improve the development of our children.  This model of service delivery is designed to reduce isolated (i.e. “pull-out”) services and increase application within natural/typical settings.  It is also our goal to increase the amount of practice and use of the above skills throughout each student’s school day as well as within the home sessions.  As always, we continue to strive for excellence by utilizing best practice recommendations to better enhance our student’s learning.
